So far the
two workers on Comic Relief
Project have networked with
more than 160 organisations
in the whole of UK, gone into
4 schools and they are busy
developing a message board
and publicity materials
aimed at raising awareness
on trafficking and exploita-
tion of young people in
schools and communities.

n the middle of the year

(MaydAugust) 2011 there was

a slight decline in the
number of organised/ritual abuse
survivors supported by phone.
However, there was an increase
in the number of email, text, face
to face, message board and
referrals from and to other
support organisations.

During this period 49 survivors
received face to face support
100% increase compared to the
first quarter, 28 new survivors
contacted our service for support
and information and we helped 9
survivors to gain confidence and
leave their abusive situations.
During the same period we
supported 14 survivors enabling
them to gain confidence to report
their abuse to police, we received

S €

7 referrals from other
organisations and referred
26 survivors to other

organisations for support and
information.

We responded to 132 phone
calls mid year compared to
200 in the first quarter.
However, there was an
increase in the number of
emails up from 480 to 651,
239 texts, and a decline in
the messages on the
message board from 600 in
the first quarter to 352 in
the middle of this year.

The decline in web and
telephone support may be
down to good weather when
most people were out and
about and preferred face to
face support. The recession
